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1.2	 Logos research consortia

The CDRmare research mission is composed of five research consortia (six in 
phase 1). 

To highlight the independence of the CDRmare research consortia while still 
maintaining their connection to the overall research mission, each consortium uses 
its own logo, following a similar design structure.

Each research consortium has its own unique corporate colour.

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1.3	 Logos on the consortia’s media

All presentations, posters, publications and other media published by one of the 
research consortia must be labelled with the logo of the respective consortium at 
the top of the cover. In addition to this logo, each medium must be labelled with  
a “logo strip” (see below).

The logo strip labelling the affiliation of the consortia is placed at the bottom of 
the cover or on the last page of a brochure.

The consortia’s logo is clearly the largest logo on the medium. A good size is about 
twice the width of the logos in the logo strip at the bottom.

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1.4	 The logo strip in detail

The logo strip labelling the affiliation of the consortia contains the CDRmare 
mission’s logo, the logo of the German Marine Research Alliance (DAM),  
the sponsor logo of the Federal Ministry of Education and Research (BMBF) and 
the logos of the five northern German federal states in alphabetical order. 

The strips are available in two language variants (with the German or English 
logos of the DAM and the BMBF – the other logos remain the same) only for

The logo strip must always be on 
a white background. 

�The necessary free space of the logo strip at the top and 
bottom results from the eagle size of the BMBF logo.

1.5	 Logos on the mission’s media

All presentations, posters, publications and other media who are published by the 
CDRmare mission (and not by one of the research consortias) must be labelled 
with the mission’s logo at the top of the cover. In addition to the mission’s logo, 
each medium must be labelled with a “logo strip” (see below).

The logo strip labelling the affiliation of CDRmare is placed at the bottom of the 
cover or on the last page of the brochure. In diffrence to the consortia’s logo strips 
it’s without the CDRmare logo.

The mission’s logo is clearly the largest logo on the medium. A good size is about 
twice the width of the logos in the logo strip at the bottom

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1.6	 Labelling the affiliation // minimal version

If there is not enough space for the full logo strip, the logos of the federal states 
can be omitted. This is mainly applicable to media that require a more 
condensed format, such as social media or factsheets. In these cases, the logo of 
the publisher—the consortia and the CDRmare research mission—along with 
the DAM and the BMBF’s sponsoring logo, should appear as a minimal version 
of the labelling.

The CDRmare website is an example of the use of photos with two opposite 
rounded corners.
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4.2	 Design elements // background areas

Background areas in rasterised CDRmare colours can be used to structure the 
content. The areas can be provided with a rounded corner. 

If the overall image becomes too unbalanced, it is also advisable to place the 
coloured areas in the bleed (i.e. let them run beyond the edge of the page, as here 
on this page).

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4.3	 Design elements // gradients & lines

In addition to photographs and infographics, gradients can be used as design 
elements for the different research consortia, for example for social media, 
presentations, etc.   

The gradient should always run from the light CDRmare turquoise shade into  
the consortia brand colour. 

A gradient from CDRmare-turquoise to 
CDRterra-green is used for joint 
activities and events with the BMBF 
funded programme CDRterra.  

The use of navy blue lines is another 
way of organising content.
