The OpenDOAR service is being
developed incrementally, developing the current service as new features are introduced. A list of
Upgrades and Additions is available.

Dewvelopments will be of use both to users wishing ta find ariginal research papers and for service
providers like search engines or alert services which need easy-to-use tools for developing tailored
search services to suit specific user communities.

e Fulltext via search engines, portals, harvesters
* More citations
e Speeding up of scientific communication and discussion
* Improvement of international and interdisciplinary cooperation

* Increased reliability of science and research
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* Lower impact factor because of journals’ age

Open Access — Cons

But:
DFG :,,... “... clearly neither counting publications nor computing
their cumulative impact factors are by themselves
adequate forms of performance evaluation ...”

e Often publication fees, not yet embodied in research budgets

But:
The DFG is funding Open Access publications

e by sharing of expenses for publishing inside their funded projects
e and by funding scientific publications in Open Access journals
